July-November - Preventing
Violence Against Women

Robyn Boosey the Program Manager
asks, “If you go to an Anglican

church in the Diocese, please can you
encourage the active clergy in your
church to sign up to a training day -
and to appoint at least one lay leader in
the church to attend with them. This
would be a very big support to me and
the program!”

The hope is that a church will send
their active clergy and will also
nominate a female lay leader from

their church to attend the training and
then take on the role of Family Safety
Champion in their church. Other key
lay leaders the Church wishes to send
are also welcome.
